The functions/responsibilities of Border Management Division-ll inter-alia include the
following

e Composite strategy defining complementary roles of State Governments and of the
Centre in border management.

e Implementation of Vibrant Village Programme-l and Vibrant Village Programme-lI,

Implementation of Border Area Development Programme (for works approved up to F.Y.
2021-22),

e Development of Integrated Check Posts (ICPs) on the Iénd borders of the country including
administrative matters relating to Land Ports Authority of India (LPAI).

e All matters relating to coastal border including island territories of Andaman & Nicobar
and Lakshadweep, etc.

o Creation of infrastructure in coastal belt to strengthen border policing, surveillance and
patrolling in all coastal borders.

e Analysis of intelligence reports and sharing of actionable intelligence with concerned
agencies relating to coastal security.

(Coord), Commandant (CS) and Colonel (CCCS).
