19th October,•  1963, the President hereby directs that, 
subject to his control and` until further orders, the 
powers and functions of the Central Government. under the 
provisions of the Arms Act -105- -4"  of 1959), the Arms

column 1 Of the Schedule hereto annexed, shall also be 
exercised and discharged by the Administrators of all 
Union terres (whether knownrrntetttrfrIrtrinvernor, 
Chie ommissioner or Administrator), in relation to their 
respective Union territories, and by the Governor of 
Assam, in relation to the tribal areas specified in 
Part B of the Table appended to paragraph 20 of the 
Sixth Schedule to the Constitution, subject to the 
general conditions hereinafter specified and to , 
other conditions mentioned afainst such provisions in 
column 2 of the Schedule. 

General conditions 

(1) .The Administrators and the Governor of Assam 
shall observe the pdlicies an'd instructions laid 
down by the Central Government and shall 
not enunciate new policies or issue instrue, 
tions which are inconsistent with those of 
the Central Government without prior consent 
of that Government. 

(2) Notwithstanding the direction contained in this 
notification, the CentralGovernment may itself 
exercise and discharge any or all of the 
powers and functions under the provisions 
specified in the Schedule.
