fivj for the mass education programme, to highlight the ill-effects of
violence and terrorism, imaginative use of the electronic/ print media
by involving prominent Sports, film and other prominent personalties
and distribution of T-Shirts with attractive anti-violence/ 1errorist

slogans;

(v involving voluntary prganizations, social and cultural bodies to have
their own programmes through lectures, talks, discussions, musical
and recitation programmes and cultural functions;

{vij anti-terrorism/viclence pledge Lo be taken in all Government offices,
public sector undertakings and other public institutions.
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3, The above are some illustrative iters of the proposed programme; You
may kindly add or medify to suit special ssquirement, if any, prevailing in your
State. I request you to kindly look into the matter personally and provide
guidance to all concerned in your State including necessary publicity, to
organise various programmes all over the State in observing 21% May as ‘Anti-
Terrorism Day' in a most befitting manner. The ceremony may preferably be
held in the forenocon.

4 An important feature of the observance of the Anti-Terrorism Day is the
“pledge-taking” ceremony in all Government offices, public sector undertakings
and other public institutions. A copy of the “pledge” (both in Enghsh & Hindi} is
enclosed.
